4. It is requested that you attend all meetings which will be the same time as the adult 

meetings so then we can all meet together at the end to share what we have been up 

to and any ideas you have. 

5. Wear appropriate clothing-you kids are growing up too fast as it is.  Keep it simple☺. 

6. You will not be required to sell things but we will need to utilize you at what you are good 

at.  We would like to have you at as many meetings as possible and if you live too far 

away for that to happen, make sure you have contact between Davina so that you 

know what is going on.  

7. There will be no age limit on the youth group but if you feel that the child is too young, 

then a parent representative would be nice for those that aren’t ready for reading, 

writing and understanding things.   

8. It is understood that you will be showing during the shows but at times it may be 

requested that you help with passing out prizes or grounds keeping duties during your off 

showing times, etc..
